Mixing Concentrated Fertilizer Solutions:
The table below lists how much Technigro fertilizer by weight to blend into a given volume of water to 
make a concentrated fertilizer solution. Recommended fertilizer concentrations are for a continuous feed 
program. However, the Technigro formula (NPK) and concentration (ppm) most suitable for individual use 
should be determined by soil and water analysis as well as plant response. Various target concentration 
and common injector ratios are included. Technigro dissolves faster in hot water. When mixing a 
concentrated solution with cold water, stir well and allow ample time for fertilizer to dissolve before using.
